ITEM: #1.
VMRC #15-1211 – Application by Colonial Pipeline Company (CPC)/Corblu Ecology Group, LLC  for a 5-year extension of Colonial Pipeline Company’s existing Charles City County Wetlands Permit No. 15-1211 for Line 27, a 16-inch petroleum pipeline, located along a portion of the Chickahominy River shoreline. Permit No. 15-1211 was approved on November 2, 2015 and is scheduled to expire on November 2, 2020; however, Colonial Pipeline Company is required to conduct preventative maintenance activities on the existing petroleum pipeline which is ongoing.  The area impacted is identified as Tax Map # 78-12 off Barretts Ferry Drive.

ITEM: #2

CBPA-01-2020: Application by J. Downing to encroach approximately 18 linear feet into the landward portion of the Resource Protection Area (RPA).  Total cumulative impact will be 506 square feet.  The purpose of the encroachment is to permit a hardscaped area adjacent to the residence.  The property is approximately 2.1+/- acres and is located approximately 1,000 ft. West from the intersection of Roxbury Road (SR 106) and Harrison Point Drive. The property address is 2401 Harrison Point Drive, Tax Map 49-5-7. 

ITEM: #3

CBPA-02-2020: Application by R. Baur to encroach approximately 40 linear feet into the landward portion of the Resource Protection Area (RPA). Total cumulative impact will be 1,678 square feet. The purpose of the encroachment is to permit an addition of 2,128 square feet to the existing single-family residence. The property is approximately 2.99+/- acres and is located approximately 2,000 feet East from the intersection of Wilcox Neck Road (SR 623) and Old Neck Road (SR 627). The property address is 20920 Old Neck Road, Tax Map 45-1-1.
