* Charles City County has 5,072 Active registered voters and 294 Inactive registered voters.  

* The new Voter ID Law took effect July 1, 2014. You must show one (1) photo ID to vote. 

   (Previous Voter Cards will NOT be accepted)  

* Absentee voting begins September 18, 2015.
