Comments

1. Mr. Cotman - (a) High Water on Sturgeon Point Road; Mr. Robinson stated
that this problem is still under review on how this problem can be addressed;
also VDOT has checked and there is no beaver activity on Sturgeon Point Road
on the state right-of-way; (b) Missing speed limit sign on Route 607.

2. Ms. Bowman - Route 5 coming towards courthouse, school sign that states
eleven miles, then after that sign a sign stating 12 miles from courthouse, signs
are reversed.

3. Mr. Smith - (a) Route 5 from Route 607 to 106 concerned about heavy truck
traffic which is tearing up the road; (b) Route 5 & Wayside Road the sign is
missing for Wayside Road.

4. Ms. Bowman - Route 618 & Route 629 sign lying in road.
5. Mr. Cotman - Noted comments made by Mr. Smith concerning rough road at

the intersection of Route 5 and 106, road needs to be fixed; he basically lost
control of his vehicle in that area; Mr. Robinson stated this is a major project for
VDOT later, however, they will see if there is something that can be done
immediately to temporarily fix the problem.

6. Ms. Almeda Tyler - Wanted to know the next time VDOT plans to close the
Route 5 Bridge.

RE: VIRGINIA'S GATEWAY REGION

Ms. C. Renee Chapline, Executive Director for Virginia's Gateway
Region made a presentation to the Board concerning the organization. Ms. Chapline
informed the Board that Virginia's Gateway Region was named in Site Selection
Magazine as a Top Deal for 2007 for their contribution in the Roll-Royce Project. The
Roll-Royce Plant will bring in over 700 jobs for the region and the average job will pay
$73,000.00 per year.

Ms. Chapline informed the Board that their organization will be fifty
years old next year.

RE: PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

1. Mr. Edward Baber, Executive Director of CrossGap Ministries
spoke to the Board and the public on the matter that is included on
the Board's agenda.

(a) Thanked the Board of Supervisors for the extra time given to
work with the community and regret there has been
controversy over the issue and fear there is some confusion of
what applicant is requesting.

(b) Concerned about the reasons the Planning Commission
denied the application.

(c) Residents stated concern of this project lowering adjacent
property values; the proposal is for mixed income, in his
research he has found the median home value in that area is
$65,000.00 and the minimum value of the houses in which
CrossGap proposed to construct would be $125,000.00.

(d) Residents have stated a way to compromise would be to
reduce the number of dwellings, in doing this the cost of
infrastructure increases.

(e) Proposed project has excellent soils and is located in the area
of Adkins Road.

2. Mr. Steve Furhman - Asked for clarification of agenda item for the
amendment to the School's System FY2008-2009 budget and stated
that it is prudent to contain as much in the fund balance and/or
contingency as possible. If the Board approves an amendment to the
budget it should be put into the operation & maintenance category.
Hopes the Board will deny any request from the school system to
carryover funds.

3. Ms. Almeda Tyler - Concerned about rezoning for CrossGap
Ministries. Against rezoning, if people want to live in crowded
neighborhood they should move to the city.

4. Shane - Came upon accident and within a couple of minutes deputies
had arrived, and within a short time 2 Fire & EMS personnel arrived
in their personal vehicle in which they did not have any EMS
equipment, would like for Charles City to consider a paid EMS &
Fire Department to possibly cut down on the response time.

5. Ms. Cynthia Robinson - Against rezoning for CrossGap.
6. Mr. Charles Carter - Spoke on proposed project for Vulcan

Construction Materials to install two mooring buoys in the James
River and requested the County adopt a resolution in opposition of
the proposal.

7. Mr. Lloyd Carter - Opposed to proposed project for CrossGap
Ministries, more houses means more children for the School System,
also do not have adequate Fire & EMS personnel in the County at the
present time.

WHEREAS, the City of Richmond and the Counties of Charles City,
Chesterfield, Goochland, Hanover, Henrico, New Kent and Powhatan wish to form a
regional workforce investment area to more effectively and efficiently deliver
workforce services to job seekers and business and economic development, and

WHEREAS, the localities wish to provide for the joint planning and

BUOY PROPOSAL ON THE JAMES RIVER (RESOLUTION 2008-09)

WHEREAS, Vulcan Construction Materials has made application to the
United States Army Corps of Engineers and the Virginia Marine Resources
Commission to install two mooring buoys in the James River in Charles City County for
the purpose of mooring a minimum of 18 barges and an unknown maximum number of
barges, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week; and

WHEREAS, the proposed mooring site is situated in a stretch of the
James River abandoned from Federal Navigation in the 1930's and which was inducted
into the U.S. Department of the Interior's system of National Wildlife Refuges in 1964;
and

WHEREAS, commercial vessels transiting to and from the proposed
mooring site near the southern end of Presquile National Wildlife Refuge would impact
an area long used by the public as significant recreational, educational, and natural
resources; and

WHEREAS, the proposed location of the mooring facility is directly in
front of Upper Shirley Plantation, a Virginia Landmark and a site on the National
Register of Historic Places, adjacent to Shirley Plantation, a National Historic
Landmark, directly across the James River from the Presquile National Wildlife Refuge
and in close proximity to many landowners and citizens of Charles City County who
frequent the River for recreation and other uses; and

WHEREAS, the area proposed for the barge mooring facility is known to
be a potential spawning area for the Atlantic Sturgeon as evidenced by the work of the
Virginia Institute of Marine Science and the James River Association; and



RESOLUTION IN OPPOSITION TO VULCAN MATERIALS MOORING BUOY
PROPOSAL ON THE JAMES RIVER (RESOLUTION 2008-09) (CONTD.)

WHEREAS, there is an active bald eagle nest within close proximity of
the proposed barge mooring facility and numerous other avian populations who avail
themselves of the nesting area in and around Presquile National Wildlife Refuge; and

WHEREAS, a perimeter of 1,000 yards of the James River around
Presquile National Wildlife Refuge are protected from the taking or disturbance of
migratory waterfowl and protected species; and

WHEREAS, organizations and residents of Charles City County have
written to both the Corps of Engineers and the Virginia Marine Resources Commission
to voice their strong objection to the proposed location; and

WHEREAS, Charles City County prides itself on the importance of its
heritage as evidenced by its many historic properties which bring travelers from around
the world to the County; and

WHEREAS, there are other locations on the James River that
can accommodate the barge mooring facility and accommodate the growth and needs of
Vulcan Materials; and

WHEREAS, the use of the proposed location would result in a utilization
of public-owned subaqueous bottom for a single private purpose;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, this 26th day of August,
2008, by the Charles City County Board of Supervisors that on behalf of the citizens of
the County that it objects to the proposed location of the barge mooring facility and
urges the United States Corps of Engineers and the Virginia Marine Resources
Commission to deny the proposed location and to work with Vulcan to locate a suitable
location without infringing on historic landmarks, ecologically sensitive areas for
fisheries and avian populations and stretches of the River not utilized for public
purposes such as recreation.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Clerk send a copy of this
resolution to the United States Corps of Engineers and the Virginia Marine Resources
Commission.

RE: CROSSGAP MINISTRIES - REZONING REQUEST

Ms. Rebecca Stewart, Assistant Zoning & Subdivision Administrator gave
an overview of the project. Ms. Stewart informed the Board that the question had been
asked concerning a traffic study for the proposed rezoning, due to the fact that the
application was denied by the Planning Commission they did not request a traffic study.

Mr. John F. Miniclier, Jr. informed the Board of Supervisors of the
following concerning the request from CrossGap Ministries to rezone 15.18 acres located
at 9500 Holly Tree Lane:

1. At the January 22, 2008 Board of Supervisors Meeting there was a
joint public hearing held to receive comments on a request from
Crossgap Ministries, Inc. to rezone 15.18 Acres (T.M. #26-132) from
A-I to Residential (R-l) and multi-family residential (R-2) zoning, at
which time twelve citizens spoke during the public hearing.

2. The Planning Commission voted 7:0 to table action on the request until
their February 14,2008 meeting pending additional information on
concerns expressed by citizens. At the Planning Commission February
14,2008 meeting the Planning Commission voted 7-0 to deny
application #REZ-5-07 CrossGap Ministries.
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3. On March 14,2008 Ms. Rebecca Stewart, Asst. Zoning and Subdivision
Administrator forwarded to the County Administrator's office the
Planning Commission's recommendation of denial.

4. On March 21,2008 Mr. Ed Baber on behalf of CrossGap Ministries
requested that the County Administrator delay forwarding the Planning
Commission's recommendation to the Board of Supervisors for several
months while CrossGap worked with the neighborhood and to answer
some of their unanswered questions.

5. At the end of July 2008, the County Administrator's Office received a
phone call and an e-mail from residents concerning the status of the
CrossGap rezoning proposal and requested that the Planning
Commission's recommendation be forwarded to the Board of
Supervisors as soon as possible for their vote.

Board Comments

Mr. Cotman - Has not had anyone to speak in favor of the project.
Ms. Bowman - Will abstain from voting, because she sets on the
CrossGap Board.
Mr. Smith- He had hoped something could be resolved and come up with
a suggestion or something the Board could consider.
